Introduction 

Within the gospel reading’s profound words lies the simple 
message that God is revealed in a human person. Though we may 
try to understand how the Word existed with God from the 
beginning of time, the wonder we celebrate at Christmas is that the 
Word continues to dwell among us. Christ comes among us in the 
gathered assembly, the scriptures, the waters of new birth, and the 
bread and the wine. Through these ordinary gifts we receive the 
fullness of God’s grace and truth.  

 

FIRST READING: Jeremiah 31:7-14 
God promises to bring Israel back to its land from the most remote parts of 
exile. In Zion Israel will rejoice over God’s gift of food and livestock. Young 
women will express their joy in dancing; God will give gladness instead of 
sorrow.

 Sing aloud with gladness for Jacob, 
  and raise shouts for the chief of the nations;
